Project 4: Artistic Media Landscape 

Goals: 

1. To use the CorelDraw Artistic Media tools to create a painting-like image of a landscape

2. To create an original and visually interesting work of art that re-interprets, not copies, a resource image. 

3. To review the following skills: locking and unlocking objects, altering object properties, grouping and ungrouping, using Artistic Media tools 

STEPS TO TAKE: 

1. Open COREL DRAW.  Start a new file and name it “name_landscape”.  

2. Find a resource image of a LANDSCAPE that you like.  You can Google “Landscape,” “Seascape,” “Cityscape,” etc. Right click on the image and copy it to the clipboard (CTRL-C.) 

3.  Paste the image to the next blank page in your sketchbook. (CTRL-V) Choose the best option from “LANDSCAPE” or “PORTRAIT” formats.  
4. Resize the image to fit the page as best it can (be careful not to change the proportion, unless you want the change to be made.) Position the image where you would like it to be on the page.  RIGHT CLICK on the image and select LOCK OBJECT. It is now frozen where it is, and you can not move it. 

5. Click on the BLACK BOTTOM RIGHT CORNER of the 5th button down on the left toolbar – the Freehand Drawing Tool – to access the Artistic Media Tool. A new toolbar with five buttons will appear. 

6. Using ONLY the first two tools (the brush-stroke and the artistic stroke) buttons, paint over your photograph by making brushstrokes, marks, and shapes that are in your landscape photo.  Be interpretive and careful with the marks you make. Consider the properties (size, color, outline, pressure, etc.) of each mark you create.  “Build” a new image that is an interpretation of the photo. Make it a visually interesting work of art without needing the photo to support it. 
7.   When the image has been traced over and your original art is complete, RIGHT CLICK back on the photograph. Select “UNLOCK OBJECT.” Next, select “CUT” from the top toolbar EDIT menu (or type CTRL-X.)  Go to the next page in your file and PASTE the image (CTRL-V.)     
8. Go back to your artwork. Select everything on the page by choosing SELECT ALL from the top toolbar or by dragging a selection box over everything on the page. Click on ARRANGE (top tool bar) and then select “GROUP” (or, click on CTRL-G.) This will ensure none of your brushstrokes get moved around if you move your image.  

9. Resize the image if necessary and then export it to the P4 folder with the title”Yourname_P4.jpg”
