Ropple/Digital Art Elective 
Project 1: Shape, Line and Fill Composition 

Goal: Create an original, visually dynamic and interesting composition using CorelDraw X4 using shapes, lines, fills, and outlines.  It may be abstract or representational.  The design should have an identifiable theme or idea, and not be completely random. Learn the basic tools, and then express an idea by using them.  No simple words, names, or numbers allowed. Think IMAGE!
Learn how to: 

· Make shapes and lines 

· Select, move, and re-size shapes and lines 
· Rotate objects
· Select Multiple Objects 

· Alter the fill of any closed shape 

· Alter the outline quality of any edge or line 

· Alter shapes by using nodes (“CONVERT TO CURVES.”)

· Layer shapes (“ORDER”)

· EXPORT YOUR CDR page as a JPG 

STEPS: 

1. Create a NEW FILE in COREL DRAW.  Name it P1_firstname. 
2. MAKING OBJECTS: Play a little bit to get the hang of how to make shapes and lines.  Click on the button for the shape you want to make, and then click and drag the mouse to make the shape. 

3. SELECTING, MOVING and RESIZING objects: Click on the ARROW button and then click once on your object to select it. Black box handles appear. Clicking and dragging one of the black boxes resizes the shape.  Clicking and holding the button down while moving the mouse will move the object. Clicking twice on the object will give you arrows on the corners, meaning the object can be rotated.  To select more than one object at the same time, click on one, hold down the SHIFT key, and click on the others you wish to select. 

4. CHANGING PROPERTIES: Use the ARROW tool at the top of the toolbar to SELECT a shape and then alter its FILL or OUTLINE.  You can RIGHT CLICK on the shape and use the commands to do this, too. Try SOLID, FOUNTAIN, PATTERN, IMAGE, and TEXTURE fills. 

5. ALTERING SHAPES: Select a shape and RIGHT CLICK on it. Select “CONVERT TO CURVES.” Little handle boxes will appear on the edge of the shape. You can grab these handles and stretch the shape to change it.  Click on the object once more to get the black boxes again and return to regular editing mode. 

6. LAYERING SHAPES: Right click on the shape you want to layer. Select “ORDER” and then select where you want to move the object – to top, to back, in front of, etc. 

7. EXPORT your page as a JPG to the P1 folder in our drop box. Name the file

“YOUR FIRST NAME_P1.”  To do this, click on the arrow and draw a big box over the entire page. This will select everything on the page.  Under FILE, click EXPORT and follow the directions. Be sure that the button “Selected Only” is checked to avoid multiple page exports.
